Topics on pediatric rehabilitation regarding COVID-19 are of great importance today, works on physical
rehabilitation of such patients and peculiarities of the course of the disease in children of the first year of life
are issued. The section «Restorative Medicine and Medical Rehabilitation Technologies» presents innovative
non-drug approaches of physical and rehabilitative medicine for various pediatric diseases, such as —
pulsed low-frequency electrostatic field, high-intensity pulsed magnetotherapy, modified Vojta therapy and
method of non-drug metoprophylaxis in children.

It should be noted, the section «Dissertation orbit» is mostly about the study of rehabilitation efficiency at
different stages of medical rehabilitation, development of advanced management coupled with the impact
of comorbidities on rehabilitation outcomes
